2009 Summit – 

· Could have done a better job on the video for All-Stars

· Give main speaker more time to talk – maybe earlier in program – need to be on time for main speaker

· Afternoon sessions were good, good dialogue

· Think about shortening all the presentations (details) and then offer the afternoon sessions earlier in the day.  Big group together for 1.5 – 2 hours and then start with the targeted sessions.

· WisCareers - too much information in the folders

· Change to agenda was confusing to those that were not there at the beginning of the Summit
Achievement Gaps Taskforce –  Nancy Schopf  
· Final chart is finished and was reviewed at the Summit
· Charts are finished and ready for distribution.  Can be picked up at Advance Office on NWTC Campus
· Will do presentations at APAC workshops on the charts
Post-Secondary Access – Jeff Rafn & George Arnold
· Held facilitated discussion with employers in November (similar to that held with educators).  Had only 5 businesses represented, but Festival Foods shared a lot of information on leadership development/growth they undertake with their staff.
· Will be holding a second discussion on February 4 at NWTC and hopefully get more businesses represented at the meeting.  Included in invitation any business that tended to hire a lot of younger people and particularly those that have no desire to go on to any future education.
· Giving written materials to vulnerable populations without any explanation is not effective.  Intensive intervention is what works.
Rural Access – Lori Suddick:

· Put together a survey that was sent out to K12 partners within the New North Districts – received 55 hits, 18 completers.  Questions included:  What are they doing or planning to do in entrepreneurial?  What resources are needed to do better?  Ho does it benefit their community?  What interest is there in their district to developing that type of training?
· Reviewed information from survey identified several goal areas one of which is establishing short-term small business classes that can be offered in the high schools.  Looking at all entrepreneurial offerings at the colleges to determine what we can partner on.  Need to integrate micro-business/entrepreneurial concepts into teacher training.

· See great value in retaining their graduates in their communities.
Taskforce II – Carol Conway-Gerhardt/Jeff Dickert:

· Passed out first two pages of 19 page document.  Document created and will develop curriculum map of benchmarks.
· Meeting on January 26 to complete the last pages of the document

· When done, need to work with Coalesce on marketing this document – developed with a strong presence from business and will be validated by business

· Should be celebrated at the Summit

WisCareers Update – Nancy Schopf

· WisCareers can be instrumental in getting businesses and educators together
· Create something at New North that is simpler than packets handed out at the Summit – partnership committee could assist in marketing this tool
NEW ERA – Jeff Rafn
· NEW ERA Sustainability Committee is working on a comprehensive collaboration on sustainability efforts with recommendations due by the end of January.  Also have put together an engineering program work group, and sponsoring an adult information careers night during non-traditional student week
· Establishing a database of expertise of faculty across the region

Business & Education Partnership – Jeff Rafn
· Working on new charter for this committee.  

· There is still a need for this group to focus on how we can encourage and bring together partnerships between business/industry and education.
· Need to determine where we have existing partnerships and where we have gaps.

· Should be led by a business person

· Have PIE members get together and review what type of committee would be effective – New North staff member could assist
