Achievement Gap Taskforce –  Nancy Schopf
· Reviewed progress on Growth Charts.  Will conduct “Ready to Learn” campaign activities during the month of November.
· Benchmarked last October what percentage of kids are aware of the Growth Chart activity skills and will continue to do that through the New North encouraging adults to continuously teach pre-school children

· Have provided the charts to all of the Green Bay Hospitals to give to expectant parents – need to push out to other area hospitals (Committee members were willing to make contacts - Theda Care - Carol, Aurora Oshkosh - Nicole, Affinity Oshkosh - Nicole, St. Elizabeth Oshkosh - Nicole, Baycare Marinette - Jeff, Door County Memorial in Sturgeon Bay - Jeff, Holy Family in Manitowoc - George, St. Nicholas in Sheboygan – Jeff, St. Agnes in Fond du Lac - Jeff, Oconto Memorial Hospital –  Barbara)
· UWGB and UWO – anyone interested in doing research on best literacy practices in early childhood education – bring back to next meeting
· Need more regional representation on subcommittees (Oshkosh, Manitowoc, Sheboygan, Fond du Lac)

· Nancy Schopf will get out to committee members (via Mary Jo) the following: promo for school-readiness growth charts; the benchmarks for the school-readiness growth chart; the form that was sent to the school districts and a summary of the data collected for first year (school district names were deleted).

Taskforce II – Carol Conway-Gerhardt/Jeff Dickert:

· Shared draft 25 of the 21st Century Skills Learning – Learner Outcome Benchmarks and Descriptive Levels of Development – presented to the K12 superintendents and received no feedback.  Will distribute the power point and document to the committee members to present to K12 staff in other areas in order to receive feedback on document.
· Work going into end product (student graduates) was not to the level they needed when students came to businesses for employment.

· Looking for affirmation of competencies from K12 and New North Board.

· Need to craft message that employers/businesses can relate to (what’s been happening at the national level, regional orientation, etc.).    Jerry Murphy will work with Jeff Dickert in developing message to provide to employers based on that used with the educators.

· Nicole and Jeff Dickert will meet to develop a marketing campaign to get out to additional groups
WisCareers Update – Nancy Schopf

· One page direction sheet has been developed – identifying changes WisCareers needs to make to enable a more regional approach to using the database.  Partnering with the SHRM group who will implement.
