We have a start-up domestic foundry company seeking a build to suit location in Wisconsin and at least six other states.  This is a multi-state search in which the level of assistance on a local and state level will be most important.  Power requirements are a very important factor in this project.  The client will require 25 MW of power so the cost is extremely important factor in the decision process.   The client states they have a strategic partnership with an European operation serving the wind industry.  Production would begin in mid 2012.  The client prefers to have a long term lease from the developer. The building would be up to 380,000 square feet of production area.  A special requirement is a 50 foot ceiling height and a crane hook height of 40 feet. Certain areas of the facility would need to hold 200 tons. Cranes would need up to 200 ton capacity.   The site should have access to an interstate type road.    
Capital investment is projected to be $65 million over three years.  The facility will be constructed with the most modern and cost effective air handling systems.  The project is planned to be doubled in capacity by 2018.   A decision is expected to be made by September 2010.  The project would be operational by the end of the year 2012.  The company expects to create 300 jobs (primarily production) within 5 years.  Average wage is projected at approximately $22.00 per hour excluding benefits. 
 As I mentioned, incentives are driving this project so please provide some indication of what the local incentive opportunities may be on this project if it is intriguing to you.  You should also try to address the potential cost of providing the power required including any infrastructure.
