Folks,

In order to compete for this opportunity, we’ll need to exceed all others in differentiating the region from the balance of the Midwest. Overview of Request for Proposals:
An existing wind energy company with over 30 years experience is seeking a build to suit location of 20 - 30 acres in Wisconsin.  Production would begin mid 2012.  The building would be up to 250,000 sq ft. The site should have nearby access to multiple transportation modes including highway, rail and marine.

Future Building Plans
The company expects to begin production in 2012.  Building size would be up to 250,000 sq ft with 160,000 sq ft for production, 30,000 sq feet for inventory/shipping and receiving and 50,000 sq ft for office/administration.  Special requirement is a 35 foot ceiling height under hoot and two cranes with capacity of 75 and 50 tons respectively.  The company would consider a brownfield site that can be modified.  

Capital Investment and Job Creation
Capital investment is projected to be $25 million.  The company expects to create 350 jobs including 50 salaried and 300 hourly.   Average wage is projected at approximately $15 per hour excluding benefits for production employees and $25 per hour for salaried.
